IMPROVEMENTS BY AND IN THE BOROUGH OF RED

BANK, IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, STATE OF NEW

JERSEY; APPROPRIATING $3,317,000 THEREFOR AND

AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $3,317,000 BONDS OR

NOTES TO FINANCE PART OF THE COST THEREOF

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE
BOROUGH OF RED BANK, IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, STATE OF NEW

JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring), AS

FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. The improvements described in Section 3 of this bond
ordinance are hereby authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Red Bank, in the
County of Monmouth, State of New Jersey (the "Borough™) as general improvements. For
the said improvements stated in Section 3, there is hereby appropriated the aggregate
sum of $3,317,000, which sum includes a grant in the amount of $220,000 expected to
be received from the State of New Jersey Department of Transportation (the “DOT
Grant”), a grant in the amount of $30,000 expected to be received from the 2018 NJUCF
Stewardship — Reforestation and Tree Planting Grant from the NJDEP Urban and
Community Forestry Program (the “Tree Grant”) and a grant in the amount of $150,000
expected to be received from the New Jersey Library Construction Bond Act (the “Library
Grant” and together with the DOT Grant and the Tree Grant, the “Grants”). Pursuant to
N.J.S.A. 40A:2-11(c), as amended and supplemented, no down payment is required for the
improvement or purpose set forth in Section 3 hereof, as such projects are being funded by

the Grants.

SECTION 2. For the financing of said improvements or purposes described
in Section 3 hereof, and to meet the part of the $3,317,000 appropriation, negotiable
bonds of the Borough are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of
$3,317,000 pursuant to the Local Bond Law. In anticipation of the issuance of said bonds
and to temporarily finance said improvements or purposes, negotiable notes of the
Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $3,317,000 are hereby authorized to be

issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law.

The improvements and purposes set forth in Section 3 shall also include, as

applicable, road paving, milling, striping, surfacing, curbs, sidewalks, ramps, driveways

and all work, materials, equipment, engineering, design, consulting work, preparation of

plans and specifications, permits, bid documents, conducting and preparation of reports

and studies, equipment rental, labor and appurtenances necessary therefore or

incidental thereto.

a. The aggregate estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to

be issued for said improvements or purposes is $3,317,000.

b The aggregate estimated cost of said improvements and

purposes is $3,317,000.
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SECTION 4. In the event the United States of America, the State of New
Jersey, and/or the County of Monmouth make a loan, contribution or grant-in-aid to the
Borough for the improvements authorized hereby and the same shall be received by the
Borough prior to the issuance of the bonds or notes authorized in Section 2 hereof, then
the amount of such bonds or notes to be issued shall be reduced by the amount so
received from the United States of America, the State of New Jersey, and/or the County
of Monmouth. In the event, however, that any amount so loaned, contributed or granted
by the United States of America, the State of New Jersey, and/or the County of Monmouth
shall be received by the Borough after the issuance of the bonds or notes authorized in
Section 2 hereof, then such funds shall be applied to the payment of the bonds or notes
so issued and shall be used for no other purpose. This Section 4 shall not apply however,
with respect to any contribution or grant in aid received by the Borough as a result of
using such funds from this bond ordinance as “matching local funds” to receive such

contribution or grant in aid.

SECTION 5. All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at
such times as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer of the Borough, provided
that no note shall mature later than one (1) year from its date. The notes shall bear
interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the Chief
Financial Officer. The Chief Financial Officer of the Borough shall determine all matters
in connection with the notes issued pursuant to this bond ordinance, and the signature of
the Chief Financial Officer upon the notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such
determinations. All notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time in
accordance with the provisions of Section 8.1 of the Local Bond Law. The Chief Financial
Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes from time to time at public or
private sale and to deliver them to the purchaser thereof upon receipt of payment of the
purchase price and accrued interest thereon from their dates to the date of delivery
thereof. The Chief Financial Officer is directed to report in writing to the governing body
at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the notes pursuant
to this bond ordinance is made. Such report must include the principal amount, the
description, the interest rate, and the maturity schedule of the notes so sold, the price

obtained and the name of the purchaser.
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SECTION 6. The Borough hereby certifies that it has adopted a capital
budget or a temporary capital budget of the Borough, as applicable. The capital budget
of the Borough is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this bond ordinance
to the extent of any inconsistency herewith. To the extent that the purposes authorized
herein are inconsistent with the adopted capital or temporary capital budget of the
Borough, a revised capital or temporary capital budget has been filed with the Division of

Local Government Services.

SECTION 7. The following additional matters are hereby determined,

declared, recited and stated:

a. The purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are
not current expenses and are improvements which the Borough may lawfully undertake
as general improvements, and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially

assessed on property specially benefited thereby.

b. The average period of usefulness of said purposes within the
limitations of said Local Bond Law, according to the reasonable life thereof computed

from the date of the said bonds authorized by this bond ordinance, is 11.54 years.

c. The supplemental debt statement required by the Local Bond
Law has been duly made and filed in the Office of the Clerk of the Borough and a complete
executed duplicate thereof has been filed in the Office of the Director of the Division of
Local Government Services, New Jersey Department of Community Affairs, and such
statement shows that the gross debt of the Borough as defined in the Local Bond Law is
increased by the authorization of the bonds or notes provided for in this bond ordinance
by $3,317,000 and the said obligations authorized by this bond ordinance will be within

all debt limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law.

d. An aggregate amount not exceeding $665,000 for items of
expense listed in and permitted under Section 40A:2-20 of the Local Bond Law is included

in the estimated cost indicated herein for the improvements hereinbefore described.

SECTION 8. The full faith and credit of the Borough are hereby pledged to
the punctual payment of the principal of and the interest on the debt obligations authorized
by this bond ordinance. The debt obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the
Borough, and the Borough shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable
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property within the Borough for the payment of the debt obligations and the interest

thereon without limitation as to rate or amount.

SECTION 9. The Borough reasonably expects to reimburse any
expenditures toward the costs of the improvements or purposes described in Section 3
hereof and paid prior to the issuance of any bonds or notes authorized by this bond
ordinance with the proceeds of such bonds or notes. This Section 9 is intended to be and
hereby is a declaration of the Borough's official intent to reimburse any expenditures
toward the costs of the improvements or purposes described in Section 3 hereof to be
incurred and paid prior to the issuance of bonds or notes authorized herein in accordance
with Treasury Regulations Section 150-2 . No reimbursement allocation will employ an
"abusive arbitrage device" under Treasury Regulations 81.148-10 to avoid the arbitrage
restrictions or to avoid the restrictions under Sections 142 through 147, inclusive, of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”). The proceeds of any bonds
or notes authorized by this bond ordinance used to reimburse the Borough for costs of
the improvements or purposes described in Section 3 hereof, or funds corresponding to
such amounts, will not be used in a manner that results in the creation of "replacement
proceeds"”, including "sinking funds”, "pledged funds" or funds subject to a "negative
pledge" (as such terms are defined in Treasury Regulations §81.148-1), of any bonds or
notes authorized by this bond ordinance or another issue of debt obligations of the
Borough, other than amounts deposited into a "bona fide debt service fund" (as defined
in Treasury Regulations 81.148-1). The bonds or notes authorized herein to reimburse
the Borough for any expenditures toward the costs of the improvements or purposes
described in Section 3 hereof will be issued in an amount not to exceed $3,317,000. The
costs to be reimbursed with the proceeds of the bonds or notes authorized herein will be
"capital expenditures" in accordance with the meaning of Section 150 of the Code. All
reimbursement allocations will occur not later than 18 months after the later of (i) the date
the expenditure from a source other than any bonds or notes authorized by this bond
ordinance is paid, or (ii) the date the improvements or purposes described in Section 3
hereof is "placed in service" (within the meaning of Treasury Regulations 8§1.150-2) or

abandoned, but in no event more than 3 years after the expenditure is paid.

SECTION 10. The Chief Financial Officer of the Borough is hereby authorized

to prepare and to update from time to time as necessary a financial disclosure document to
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be distributed in connection with the sale of obligations of the Borough, which are authorized
herein, and to execute such disclosure document on behalf of the Borough. The Chief
Financial Officer is further authorized to enter into the appropriate undertaking to provide
secondary market disclosure on behalf of the Borough pursuant to Rule 15c¢2-12 of the
Securities and Exchange Commission (the "Rule") for the benefit of holders and beneficial
owners of obligations of the Borough, which are authorized herein, and to amend such
undertaking from time to time in connection with any change in law, or interpretation thereof,
provided such undertaking is and continues to be, in the opinion of a nationally recognized
bond counsel, consistent with the requirements of the Rule. In the event that the Borough
fails to comply with its undertaking, the Borough shall not be liable for any monetary

damages, and the remedy shall be limited to specific performance of the undertaking.

SECTION 11. The Borough covenants to maintain the exclusion from gross
income under section 103(a) of the Code, of the interest on all bonds and notes issued

under this ordinance.

SECTION 12. This bond ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after
the first publication hereof after final adoption and approval by the mayor, as provided by

the Local Bond Law.

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE
BOROUGH OF RED BANK, IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, STATE OF NEW
JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS
FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. The improvements or purposes described in Section 3 of this bond
ordinance are hereby authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Red Bank, in the
County of Monmouth, State of New Jersey (the “Borough”) as general improvements. For
the said improvements or purposes stated in Section 3 hereof, there is hereby appropriated
the principal amount of $1,757,000. Pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:2-7(h) and
40A:2-11(c) of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-1 et seq. (the “Local Bond Law”), no
down payment is required as the Water/Sewer Utility is self-liquidating.

SECTION 2. For the financing of said improvements described in Section 3 hereof,
negotiable bonds of the Borough are hereby authorized to be issued in the aggregate
principal amount of $1,757,000 pursuant to the Local Bond Law. In anticipation of the
issuance of said bonds and to temporarily finance said improvements or purposes,
negotiable notes of the Borough in an aggregate principal amount not exceeding $1,757,000
are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by said
Local Bond Law.

SECTION 3. (a) The improvements hereby authorized and the purposes for the
financing of which said obligations are to be issued are for various water/sewer acquisitions
and/or improvements including, but not limited to, utility improvements on Broad Street, lift
station on High Street, water main improvements on Alston Court, sewer improvements on
Hubbard Park, purchase of a generator at the Bodman Pump Station and the purchase of
a sewer jet truck. Such improvements or purposes shall also include, but are not limited to,
as required, removal and replacement of, as applicable, sidewalks, concrete curbing, curb
ramps, driveway aprons, regrading, landscaping, excavation, pavement striping, installation
of traffic calming devices, resetting manholes and inlets, and various other curb, sidewalk
and parking lot maintenance.

SECTION 4. In the event the United States of America, the State of New Jersey,
and/or the County of Monmouth make a contribution or grant in aid to the Borough for the
improvements and purposes authorized in Section 3 hereof, and the same shall be received
by the Borough prior to the issuance of the bonds or notes authorized in Section 2 hereof,
then the amount of such bonds or notes to be issued shall be reduced by the amount so
received from the United States of America, the State of New Jersey, and/or the County of
Monmouth. In the event that any amount so contributed or granted by the United States of
America, the State of New Jersey and/or the County of Monmouth shall be received by the
Borough after the issuance of the bonds or notes authorized in Section 2 hereof, then such
funds shall be applied to the payment of the bonds or notes so issued and shall be used for
no other purpose.

SECTION 5. All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times
as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer of the Borough, provided that no note
shall mature later than one (1) year from its date. The notes shall bear interest at such rate
or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer. The Chief
Financial Officer of the Borough shall determine all matters in connection with the notes
issued pursuant to this bond ordinance and the signature of the Chief Financial Officer upon
the notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations. All notes issued
hereunder may be renewed from time to time in accordance with the provisions of the Local
Bond Law. The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes
from time to time at a public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchaser thereof upon
receipt of payment of the purchase price and accrued interest thereon from their dates to
the date of delivery thereof. The Chief Financial Officer is directed to report in writing to the
governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the
notes pursuant to this bond ordinance is made. Such report must include the principal
amount, the description, the interest rate, the maturity schedule of the notes so sold, the
price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

SECTION 6. The Borough hereby certifies that it has adopted a capital budget or
a temporary capital budget of the Borough, as applicable. The capital budget of the
Borough is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this bond ordinance to the
extent of any inconsistency herewith. To the extent that the purposes authorized herein
are inconsistent with the adopted capital or temporary capital budget of the Borough, a
revised capital or temporary capital budget has been filed with the Division of Local
Government Services.

SECTION 7. The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared,
recited and stated:

(@  The purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are not
current expenses and are improvements which the Borough may lawfully undertake as
general improvements, and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially
assessed on property specially benefited thereby.

(b)  The period of usefulness of said improvements or purposes within the
limitations of said Local Bond Law, according to the reasonable life thereof computed from
the date of the said bonds authorized by this bond ordinance, is 20 years.

Unless paid from other sources, the
obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the Borough, and the Borough shall be
obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable property within the Borough for the
payment of the obligations and the interest thereon without limitation as to rate or amount.

SECTION 9. The Borough reasonably expects to reimburse any expenditures
toward the costs of the improvements or purposes described in Section 3 hereof and paid
prior to the issuance of any bonds or notes authorized by this bond ordinance with the
proceeds of such bonds or notes. This Section 9 is intended to be and hereby is a
declaration of the Borough's official intent to reimburse any expenditures toward the costs
of the improvements or purposes described in Section 3 hereof to be incurred and paid prior
to the issuance of bonds or notes authorized herein in accordance with Treasury
Regulations 81.150-2. No reimbursement allocation will employ an “abusive arbitrage
device” under Treasury Regulations 81.148-10 to avoid the arbitrage restrictions or to avoid
the restrictions under Sections 142 through 147, inclusive, of the Internal Revenue Code of
1986, as amended (the “Code”). The proceeds of any bonds or notes authorized herein
used to reimburse the Borough for costs of the improvements or purposes described in
Section 3 hereof, or funds corresponding to such amounts, will not be used in a manner that
results in the creation of “replacement proceeds”, including “sinking funds”, “pledged funds”
or funds subject to a “negative pledge” (as such terms are defined in Treasury Regulations
81.148-1), of any bonds or notes authorized herein or another issue of debt obligations of

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the Borough other than amounts deposited into a “bona fide debt service fund” (as defined
in Treasury Regulations §1.148-1). The bonds or notes authorized herein to reimburse the
Borough for any expenditures toward the costs of the improvements or purposes described
in Section 3 hereof will be issued in an amount not to exceed $1,757,000.

The Chief Financial Officer of the Borough is hereby authorized to
prepare and to update from time to time as necessary a financial disclosure document to be
distributed in connection with the sale of obligations of the Borough, which are authorized
herein, and to execute such disclosure document on behalf of the Borough. The Chief
Financial Officer is further authorized to enter into the appropriate undertaking to provide
secondary market disclosure on behalf of the Borough pursuant to Rule 15¢2-12 of the
Securities and Exchange Commission (the "Rule”) for the benefit of holders and beneficial
owners of obligations of the Borough, which are authorized herein, and to amend such
undertaking from time to time in connection with any change in law, or interpretation thereof,
provided such undertaking is and continues to be, in the opinion of a nationally recognized
bond counsel, consistent with the requirements of the Rule. In the event that the Borough
fails to comply with its undertaking, the Borough shall not be liable for any monetary
damages, and the remedy shall be limited to specific performance of the undertaking.

SECTION 11. The Borough covenants to maintain the exclusion from gross income
under Section 103(a) of the Code the interest on all bonds and notes issued under this bond
ordinance.

SECTION 12. This bond ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after the first
publication hereof after final adoption, and approval by the Mayor, as provided by the Local

Bond Law.

ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF RED BANK, COUNTY OF MON MOUTH,
STATE OF NEW JERSEY SUPPLEMENTING THE BOROUGH’S REV ISED GENERAL
ORDINANCES TO INSERT NEW CHAPTER 582: “SOIL AND FIL L IMPORTATION” TO

REGULATE THE IMPORTING AND DEPOSITING OF SOIL AND F ILL TO PROTECT THE
SAFETY, PUBLIC HEALTH, AND GENERAL WELFARE OF THE B OROUGH'’S RESIDENTS

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the Borough of Red Bank (the “Borough”) believes it

important and necessary to regulate the importing and depositing of soil and fill within the limits

of the Borough; and

WHEREAS, tainted soil or fill, which is sold or sometimes offered free of charge, may

contain contaminants that should not be present on occupied properties; and

WHEREAS, the battle to keep such soil — possibly “dirty” dirt — off New Jersey’s lands
starts most effectively at the municipal level, with regulations that prevent this material from being

deposited on residential, construction and development sites; and

WHEREAS, to proactively address this issue, the Borough finds it to be in the best
interests of the municipality and its residents to enact a soil and fill ordinance to provide the
necessary authority to ensure that the quality of soil brought into the Borough and placed on lands

within its boundaries is acceptable;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Red
Bank, County of Monmouth, State of New Jersey, that the Borough’s Revised General Ordinances

is amended to include new Chapter 582: “Soil and Fill Importation” as follows:
CHAPTER 582: SOIL AND FILL IMPORTATION.

§ 582-1 Purpose/Application.

The purpose of this Chapter is to manage the importation and deposition of soil/fill within the
Borough to protect the safety, public health, and general welfare of the community and the
environment. This chapter does not exempt any applicant from any other required local, State or
Federal approvals or local Soil Conservation District requirements regarding the acceptability and
placement of soil/fill materials.

This Chapter does not apply to soil/fill imported for the purposes of remediation pursuant to the
Administrative Requirements for the Remediation of Contaminated Sites (ARRCS, N.J.A.C.
7:26C) and Technical Requirements for Site Remediation (N.J.A.C. 7:26E), operation and/or
closure of sanitary landfills (N.J.A.C. 7:26), or dredge repository sites approved by State or
Federal agencies.

§ 582-2 Definitions.
As used in this Chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

ACCEPTABLE SOIL/FILL

Non-water-soluble, non-decomposable, inert solids such as soil, subsoil, topsoil, sand, clay,
loam, gravel, humus, rock, concrete, brick, glass, and/or clay or ceramic products, free of
construction/demolition debris, garbage, refuse, or sludge and not containing concentrations
of one or more contaminants that exceed the DEP’s Residential Direct Contact Soil
Remediation Standards or Non-Residential Direct Contact Soil Remediation Standards,
whichever is more stringent, as set forth in N.J.A.C. 7:26D, Remediation Standards.

APPLICANT
The property owner requesting a soil importation permit as provided for in this chapter.
CONSTRUCTION/DEMOLITION DEBRIS

Mixed waste building material and rubble resulting from construction, remodeling, repair,
and demolition operations on houses, commercial buildings, pavements and other
structures that includes, but is not limited to, treated and untreated wood scrap; tree parts,
tree stumps and brush; plaster and wallboard; roofing materials; corrugated cardboard and
miscellaneous paper; ferrous and nonferrous metal; non-asbestos building insulation;



plastic scrap; carpets and padding; and other miscellaneous materials.
CONTAMINATED SOIL/FILL

Any soilffill containing contaminants exceeding the current requirements for the most
stringent concentrations between the Non-residential and Residential Direct Contact Soil
Remediation Standards pursuant to N.J.A.C. 7:26D, Remediation Standards.

CONTAMINATED PROPERTY

Any property, including but not limited to structures, sediment, soil and water, that contains
a contaminant which is present at such levels or concentration as to require action pursuant
to any federal or state statutes or regulations.

FILL

Material placed at a location for the purpose of filling low areas, changing the contours of
an area, stabilizing existing grades and/or raising the grade of an area. Fill usually consists
of soil, but may also include non-water-soluble, non-decomposable, inert solids, such as
rock, gravel, brick, block, concrete, glass, and/or clay or ceramic products or any
combination thereof.

PERMIT
The official document issued by the Municipality approving the Soil Importation Application.
PERSON

Includes an individual, firm, corporation, association, society or partnership, or other
business entity and their agents or employees.

REMEDIAL ACTION

As defined in the Technical Requirements for Site Remediation (Technical Requirements)
at N.J.A.C. 7:26E-1.8, those actions taken at a contaminated site as may be required by
the Department, including, without limitation, removal, treatment measures, containment,
transportation, securing, or other engineering or institutional controls, whether to an
unrestricted use or otherwise, designed to ensure that any contaminant is remediated in
compliance with the applicable remediation standards. A remedial action continues as long
as an engineering control or an institutional control is needed to protect the public health
and safety and the environment, and until all unrestricted use remediation standards are
met.

REMEDIATION
“Remediation” or “remediate” means all actions to investigate, clean up, or respond to any
known, suspected, or threatened discharge of contaminants, including the preliminary
assessment, site investigation, remedial investigation, and remedial action, or any portion
thereof, provided, however, that “remediation” or “remediate” shall not include the
payment of compensation for damage to, or loss of, natural resources.

§ 582-3 Permit required.

A. No person shall deposit or place soilffill material, or cause, allow, or permit soil/fill
to be placed on any property in the Borough of Red Bank unless a permit is issued
by the Borough and any other applicable county, state or federal approval(s) or
permit(s). No permit under this chapter shall be required for any development that
requires a Land Use Approval from the Planning Board or Zoning Board of
Adjustment provided the approval contains a condition(s) that meet the standards
of this Chapter.

B. Unless otherwise exempt, no permit shall be issued unless: (1) the applicant
submits proof that the soil/fill material has been tested consistent with any
applicable requirements set forth herein; (2) the soil/fill meets the definition of
acceptable soilffill; and (3) the application otherwise conforms with the standards
of this chapter.

§582-4 Permit Exemptions.
A person is not required to obtain a permit under this chapter for the following:

A. Minor filling associated with landscaping activities at any property where up to 15
cubic yards, or as otherwise allowed by the New Jersey Department of
Environmental Protection under applicable regulations, per year of acceptable
soil/fill material is being deposited.

B. Fill for septic installation and/or repair certified to be such by a licensed New Jersey
engineer; or approved by the local health agency.




C. Virgin quarry products including, but not limited to, rock, stone, gravel, sand, clay
and other mined natural products.

D. Acceptable soil/fill material being moved from one section of an owner’s property
to another section of the same property.

E. Soilffill imported to or moved within a properly licensed Class B recycling
facility.

F. Acceptable soil/fill moved from a properly licensed Class B recycling facility.

G. Public works projects conducted or contracted for by a public entity or utility

regulated by the Board of Public Utilities provided the soil/fill material meets
the definition of acceptable soilffill.

§ 582-5 Responsibility for Obtaining Permit.
The property owner receiving the soil/fill material is responsible for obtaining the permit.
§ 582-6 Duration of permit.

Each permit issued under the terms of this chapter shall be valid only for the location(s) and soil/fill
material described therein and shall be valid for the duration of the project specified in the permit
application.

§ 582-7 Permit Application Requirements.
The procedure to apply for a Soil/Fill Importation Permit shall be as follows:

A. All applications for Soil/Fill Importation Permits shall be filed with the
Planning/Zoning Department, which shall administer the applications and permits.

B. A fee, in the amount of $100.00 shall be remitted at the time of application. The
fee shall address the costs associated with the review of the application and for
any field monitoring inspections, as applicable.

C. The application shall include FORM SI-1 ACCEPTABLE SOIL/FILL MATERIAL
CERTIFICATION FORM to be completed as follows:

By the soil/fill material supplier:

Part 1: The date the form is completed, the soil/fill supplier's name, title,
company name, address, telephone humber, and email contact information.

Part 2: The site name(s), address(es), and block/lot of the property(ies)
supplying the soilffill material.

Brief history of the source property(ies), including current or past use of the
property.
Answers to questions 1 through 3.

If applicable, the date soilffill material was subject to analytical testing in
accordance with applicable requirements of the New Jersey Department of
Environmental Protection’s guidance entitled “Understanding Requirements for
Soil and Fill Materials.” If analytical testing was not conducted, justification for
making a determination that the soilffill is acceptable without analytical results.

Certification (signature) from the soil/fill supplier that the soil/fill being imported
meets the definition of acceptable soilfill.

By the person receiving or placing acceptable soil/fill material:

Part 3: The date the form is completed, the name, title, company name, address,
telephone number, and email contact information.

The address of the location where soil/fill placement will be placed.
Answers to questions 1 through 5.

Certification (signature) from the person receiving or placing the soil/fill material.

§ 582-8 Review of Application.

Within 30 days after receipt of a complete application, the Borough shall review the application
and either approve, conditionally approve or deny the application.

§ 582-9 Appeals.

Whenever an application for a permit is denied, the applicant may appeal the denial to the
municipal governing body by filing a written notice of appeal with the Borough Clerk within 30
days after receiving written notice of the denial of such application. The Borough Council shall
thereafter hold a public hearing within 60 days on the matter in accordance with rules or




procedures to be established by the Borough Council and may modify, affirm or reverse the
decision.

§ 582-10 Violations and Penalties.

Any person who violates any provision of this Chapter shall be liable to a fine of not more than
$1,500 or to imprisonment for a term not to exceed 30 days or both such fine and imprisonment,
at the direction of the Municipal Court. Every day in which such violation continues after due
notice has been served shall constitute a separate violation or offense. Upon order of the Court,
the violator shall pay all costs associated with analytical testing, remediation, removal and proper
disposal of soilffill material determined to not to comply with the definition of acceptable soil/fill.

§582-11 Permit Suspension or Revocation.

The person receiving a permit pursuant to this Chapter shall comply with all conditions set forth
in the permit. Submitting false information or noncompliance with a permit may subject the person
to a penalty pursuant to Section 10 hereinabove and/or suspension or revocation of such a permit.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Red Bank that
any ordinances or portions thereof which are inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance
are hereby repealed as of the effective date of this Ordinance. All other provisions of the Revised

General Ordinances are ratified and remain in full force and effect.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Red Bank that if
any provision of this Ordinance or the application of such provision to any person or circumstance
is declared invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions or applications of this
Ordinance which can be given effect, and to this end, the provisions of this Ordinance are declared

to be severable.

ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF RED BANK, COUNTY OF MON MOUTH,
STATE OF NEW JERSEY SUPPLEMENTING THE BOROUGH’S REV ISED GENERAL
ORDINANCES TO INSERT NEW CHAPTER 242: “BAMBOO AND | NVASIVE PLANTS” TO
PROHIBIT THE FUTURE PLANTING AND REGULATE THE EXIST ING PLANTINGS OF
INVASIVE SPECIES OF VEGETATION WITHIN THE BOROUGH

WHEREAS, the Borough of Red Bank (the “Borough”) is a densely populated community
with a wide variety of commercial and residential properties landscaped in different ways; and

WHEREAS, because of the proximity of dwellings and businesses to each other within the
Borough, the planting of invasive species by one property owner can have adverse effects upon
many others, and in some cases, can be deleterious to native plants and wildlife throughout the
Borough; and

WHEREAS, the Borough seeks to prohibit any new plantings of bamboo and other
invasive species, and to establish standards to govern existing plantings of invasive species, as
may be herein permitted, to better protect native species and surrounding property owners;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Red
Bank, County of Monmouth, and State of New Jersey that the Borough's Revised General

Ordinances is amended to include new Chapter 242: “Bamboo and Invasive Plants” as follows:

CHAPTER 242
BAMBOO AND INVASIVE PLANTS.
§ 242-1 Purpose and Intent.

The purpose of this Ordinance is to preserve and protect private and public property from the
damaging spread of bamboo and other invasive plants and to protect indigenous plants and the
wildlife they support from the spread of invasive plants from any neighboring property line.

§ 242-2 Definitions.
As used in this Chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

A. Running Bamboo - Any monopodial (running) woody grass from the genera of
bamboos including, but not limited to, Bambusa, Phyllostachys and Pseudosasa, as
well as common bamboo, golden bamboo and arrow bamboo.

B. Property Owner(s) — Any property owner(s) or tenant(s) who, or which, have
Running Bamboo or Invasive Plants on their property, even if the Bamboo or Invasive
Plant has spread onto their property from an adjoining property.

C. Invasive Plants shall mean all native and non-native vines and vegetation, including
ragweed, multi-flora rose and kudzu-vine, that grow out of place and are competitive,
persistent, and pernicious. These plants may damage trees, vegetation, or
structures.

D. Prohibited Plants shall mean all vegetation known as Reynoutria japonica, Fallopia
japonica, and/or Polygonum cuspidatum (commonly known as Japanese knotweed)
and Ailanthus altissima (commonly known as “Tree of Heaven”).

E. Buffer Zone — A distance of at least five (5) feet from any lane, street or road, whether
public or private, or from any neighboring property, whichever is more restrictive for
the property owner.

F. Borough — The Borough of Red Bank, Monmouth County, New Jersey.
G. Notice — Any written notice by, from or on behalf of the Borough, notifying the

Property Owner(s) that they are in violation of this Ordinance and directing them to
cure or fix the violation. Such Notice shall be sent by certified mail, return receipt

requested, addressed to the owner(s) listed on the current tax address on file with the
Borough. A copy may also be posted on the property in question.

Receipt of Notice — Receipt of the Notice required herein shall be the date of mailing
said Notice, or, if applicable, posting of the Notice on the property in question,
whichever is earlier.

Bamboo.
No Planting of Running Bamboo.
The planting of Running Bamboo is prohibited within the Borough.

Any existing Running Bamboo may not be replanted or replaced after any such
existing Running Bamboo has died or been removed.

Any person who plants or replants Running Bamboo within the Borough limits after
the effective date of this Ordinance shall be in violation of this Ordinance and shall
be subject to the penalties set forth herein, subject to the following exceptions:

a. The root system of such Running Bamboo is entirely contained within an
above ground planter and located so as to entirely prevent the spread or
growth of the plants’ root system beyond the container in which it is planted;
or

b. The root system is contained within a barrier, constructed in accordance with
the following specifications:

i.  The barrier itself shall be composed of a high density polypropylene or
polyethylene, with a minimum thickness of 6 mil (or 1/16 of an inch);

ii. Each portion of the barrier shall be joined together by the use of
stainless steel strips or clamps;

iii. The barrier shall be a minimum of 30 inches deep, with 2-3 inches of
the barrier protruding above ground level around the entire perimeter
of the bamboo;

iv. When installed, the barrier shall slant outward from the bottom to top.

c. Whether planted or growing in a container, as described herein, all bamboo
plants shall be located, trimmed and maintained so that no part of the plant
shall be closer than five (5) feet from any property line.

Regulation of Existing Running Bamboo.

Any Running Bamboo already in existence on any property within the Borough
limits as of the effective date of this Ordinance, may remain on such property,
provided that Running Bamboo shall not be permitted within any Buffer Zone.

Property Owner(s) shall take all necessary measures to ensure that any Running
Bamboo on their property does not exist within any Buffer Zone. Such measure
shall include, but are not limited to, cutting down Running Bamboo existing in the
Buffer Zone and physically removing or poisoning the rhizomes or spraying any
regrowth for several years until the Running Bamboo is dead and, if Running
Bamboo is permitted to remain outside the Buffer Zone, installing sheathing
comprised of metal or other impenetrable material and placed no less than five (5)
feet from the property line at a sufficient depth to prevent any growth of Running
Bamboo within any Buffer Zone.

. This Ordinance shall not be deemed to alter any rights at common law or otherwise

that any property owner may have to recover the cost of removal of Running
Bamboo on their own property from another property owner from whose property
the Running Bamboo has spread.

Removal of Running Bamboo. If Running Bamboo on any property grows in or

into any Buffer Zone, the Borough shall give Notice to the Property Owner(s), as



required by this Ordinance, that the said Property Owner(s) are responsible for the
extermination or removal of such Running Bamboo from the Buffer Zone.

D.

Inspection. All premises within the Borough shall be subject to inspection by the

Code Enforcement Officer to determine compliance with this Chapter as provided by law.

Violations and Penalties.

Whenever Running Bamboo is found planted in the ground on any plot of land, lot
or any other premises or place in contravention of the provisions of this Chapter,
a Notice shall be given to the Property Owner(s), providing thirty (30) days to
remove or abate the same.

The cost of the removal and/or abatement shall be borne by the Property Owner(s).

If the Property Owner(s) fail(s) to comply with such notice, the Code Enforcement
Officer may remove or otherwise control the Running Bamboo and the Borough
may thereafter recover the cost of such removal from the Property Owner(s) and
place a lien on the property to recover the cost of the removal according to law.

Any person violating this Ordinance who fails to abate the violation after notice
shall be subject to a fine, not to exceed $500.00, plus costs, for each day on which
a violation has occurred, and for which the property owner has been found guilty.
Each day on which the violation occurs shall be a separate offense under this
Chapter.

Invasive Plants and Prohibited Plants
Plantings and Prohibitions.

All new in-ground plantings of Invasive Plants and Prohibited Plants are strictly
forbidden within the Borough.

All existing plantings of Invasive Plants must be contained by appropriate physical
barriers to prevent the growth or spread of Invasive Plants within any Buffer Zone
of any property.

Prohibited Plants are hereby prohibited within the limits of the Borough and all
such plantings shall be destroyed by the Property Owner(s) within thirty (30) days
of receiving written notice from the Borough.

Inspection. All premises within the Borough shall be subject to inspection by the

Code Enforcement Officer to determine compliance with this Chapter as provided by law.

C.

Requirements of Property Owner(s).

All Property Owner(s) shall be required to control the growth of existing plantings
of Invasive Plants.

The failure of any Property Owner(s) to control the spread of Invasive Plants within
any Buffer Zone of residential or commercial property is a violation of this Chapter.

The failure of Property Owner(s) to remove and/or destroy Prohibited Plants
growing upon residential or commercial property is a violation of this Chapter.

Removal or Abatement.

Whenever Invasive Plants or Prohibited Plants are found planted in the ground on
any plot of land, lot or any other premises or place in contravention of the
provisions of this Chapter, a Notice shall be given to the Property Owner(s),
providing thirty (30) days to remove or abate the same.

The cost of the removal and/or abatement shall be borne by the Property Owner(s).

If the Property Owner(s) fail(s) to comply with such notice, the Code Enforcement
Officer may remove or otherwise control the Invasive Plants and/or Prohibited



Plants and the Borough may thereafter recover the cost of such removal from the
Property Owner(s) and place a lien on the property to recover the cost of the
removal according to law.

4. Any person violating this Ordinance who fails to abate the violation after notice
shall be subject to a fine, not to exceed $500.00, plus costs, for each day on which
a violation has occurred, and for which the property owner has been found guilty.
Each day on which the violation occurs shall be a separate offense under this
Chapter.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Red Bank that
any ordinances or portions thereof which are inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance
are hereby repealed as of the effective date of this Ordinance. All other provisions of the Revised

General Ordinances are ratified and remain in full force and effect.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Red Bank that if
any provision of this Ordinance or the application of such provision to any person or circumstance
is declared invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions or applications of this
Ordinance which can be given effect, and to this end, the provisions of this Ordinance are declared

to be severable.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Red Bank that

this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption according to law.
